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Guidelines for Submissions and Case Studies

As an alternative to completion of the online survey, you may also want to provide a submission or a case study to the consultation. Please ensure that you follow the guidelines listed here when emailing a submission or case study. 

Submissions that fail to comply with these guidelines will not be considered.

Length
Submissions and case studies have a word limit of 1000 words, with a 10% leeway.

Content – Submissions
Submissions are required to address any or all of the following content headings. Submissions should not include issues outside the scope of these content guidelines.

These focus areas do not seek to represent all elements of Sexual Orientation, Gender Identity and Intersex (SOGII) Rights in Australia. 

· How well SOGII rights are respected and protected in Australia:
· What are some specific and ongoing issues that require the protection of SOGII rights?
· What legal protections currently exist, and how effective are they?
· What non-legal mechanisms of protection exist, and how effective are they?
· Examples of legislation, policies and practices by government that unduly restrict SOGII rights.
· What legal barriers exist to SOGII rights?
· What policy barriers exist to SOGII rights?
· What impact do these barriers have on the lives of LGBTI individuals?
· What is currently being done, and what more could be done to promote a culture of respect for SOGII rights?

Content – Case Studies
The consultation is interested in learning about initiatives at a community level that advance transgender rights and promote cultural change. We also invite you to provide an example or examples of initiatives that you may have been involved in or know about, which seek to advance SOGII rights and promote change.

Examples of this work could include:
· Sporting codes that have promoted diversity and tolerance
· Employer codes of conduct and practice that foster pride and diversity
· The creation and provision of safe spaces and services for LGBTI individuals
· Community based education activities for both LGBTI individuals and allies
