One  random examples of homophobia that most gay people experience: I am employed under an AWA. My boss sincerely cares about homophobia. 
But  In my first six months in the position, I endured homophobic comments from colleagues of the 'joking' kind, every hour of my 7.5 hour day every single day. 
   They were not directed personally at me, they did not know yet, mostly, that I am a lesbian. 
When I did come out it was fine, and the homophobia eased up, partly because of an explicity workshop  on harrassement of all sorts which everybody derided but which stopped the homophobia instantly. But still, it was a traumatic six months. 
And while everybody is friendly and nice to me at work, and they are all basically good people, the fact that homophobic jokes are seen as funny in Australia means that I could never relax completely and get close to anybody. 
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
